The departments shall consider the suitability of 

implementing measures adopted in other states to meet reduction 

goals, in Hawaii, taking into consideration the geographic, 

economic, cultural, and other unique characteristics of our 

state. 

The ultimate goal of the plan shall be to reduce the 

statewide greenhouse gas emissions to the lowest per capita 

amount in the nation. 

SECTION 3. There is appropriated out of the general 

revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $ or so much 

thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2 0 0 7 - 2 0 0 8  for the 

department of health to prepare the Hawaii comprehensive clean 

air plan. 

The sum appropriated shall be expended by the department of 

health for the purposes of this Act.
