While non-school hour programs must be considered in each
school's priorities, your Committees recognize that time and
financial constraints prevent schools from providing programs to
students that may be more suitable outside of the school day.
Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math, known as STEM
learning, need to be supported and expanded, as well as other
experiential learning initiatives.
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As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Human Services & Housing and Education that are
attached to this report, your Committees are in accord with the
intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2030 and recommend that it pass
Second Reading and be referred to the Committee on Finance.
