Your Committee on Health, to which was referred H.B. No. 2224
entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO INSURANCE,"

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this bill is to ensure health care coverage
for part-time employees by requiring insurers that offer health
care coverage to the regular employees of any group or association
to offer the same coverage to part-time employees working at least
15 hours per week.

The Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs, Hawaii
Teamsters Local 996, and a concerned individual supported this
bill. The Hawaii Medical Service Association supported the intent
of this measure. A concerned individual supported this bill with
amendments. Hawaii Association of Health Plans opposed this
measure. Kaiser Permanente submitted comments.
