The purpose of this bill is to prevent and control the spread
of pests and illegal organisms by statutorily establishing, and
providing funds for, the Department of Agriculture's Biosecurity
Program.

The Department of Agriculture (DOA), Department of
Transportation, Hawaii Farm Bureau Federation, Maui County Farm
Bureau, Hawaii Agriculture Research Center, Hawaii Crop
Improvement Association, Conservation Council for Hawaii,
Coordinating Group on Alien Pest Species, and the Sierra Club,
Hawaii Chapter, supported this bill. The Department of Land and
Natural Resources supported the intent of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:
(1) Clarifying that DOA may dispose of, instead of destroy,
covered pests and other illegal organisms under the

Biosecurity Program; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for style,
clarity, and consistency.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2501, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2501, H.D. 1, and
be referred to the Committee on Energy & Environmental Protection.
