"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII,"

The purpose of this bill is to ensure that those who have
served our country in the armed forces will have greater
opportunities to achieve their educational goals by providing
resident status to veterans for tuition purposes within the
University of Hawaii (UH) system for no more than 36 months. This
bill also appropriates funds for this purpose.

The representative from the 37 th district and a concerned
individual testified in support of this bill. The Office of
Veterans' Services supported the intent of this measure. UH
opposed this bill.
