The purpose of this bill is to clarify the process for
filling vacancies on the Executive Board of the Judiciary History
Center by allowing the Chief Justice to fill a vacancy in anyone
of the three positions originally appointed by the Chief Justice,
with appointees selected from a list of candidates provided by the
Friends of the Judiciary History Center (FJHC).

The Judiciary and FJHC supported this bill.

Your Committee has amended this bill by making technical,
nonsubstantive amendments for clarity, consistency, and style.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2696, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2696, H.D. 2.
