The purpose of this bill is to encourage the timely
development of renewable alternative resources for the state by
establishing a coordinated and streamlined permitting process for
the development of a wind energy project that uses undersea cables
to transmit electricity.

The Department of Health and UPC Hawaii Wind supported this
bill. Hawaiil Renewable Energy Alliance, Hawaiian Electric
Company, Hawaii Electric Light Company, Maui Electric Company, and
Castle & Cooke Hawaii submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this bill by:

(1) Changing the appropriation amount for the establishment

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for style,
clarity, and consistency.
