Sir:

Your Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce, to which
was referred H.B. No. 2965, H.D. 1, entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO AGRICULTURAL WATER SECURITY, "
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this bill is to protect agricultural water
supplies by:

(1) Allowing under certain conditions the diversion of
electrical power to public and private agricultural
water systems for irrigation of agricultural lands;

(2) Requiring electric power to be diverted to agricultural
pumping facilities to maintain agricultural water
security in the event of an emergency declared by the
Governor; and

(3) Establishing the Agricultural Water Security Revolving
Fund to fund projects that enhance and ensure the
security of agricultural water supplies and irrigation
systems.

Kamehameha Schools, Dole Food Company Hawaii, and several
concerned individuals testified in support of this bill. The
Department of Land and Natural Resources supported the intent of
this measure. The Department of Budget and Finance, Public
Utilities Commission, Hawaiian Electric Company, Inc., Maui
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Electric Company, Ltd., and Hawaiil Electric Light Company, Inc.,
submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this bill by

(1) Replacing its entire contents with provisions that
authorize a person who controls, operates, or manages an
agricultural water system to negotiate an agreement for
the production of emergency power for the system
following a disaster declared by the Governor; and

(2) Making this bill effective upon its approval.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2965, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and
recommends that it be referred to the Committee on Finance in the
form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2965, H.D. 2.
