"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO COMMERCIAL MARINE FISHING
REPORTS, "

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final
passage of this bill in an amended form.

The purpose of this bill is to assist the federal government in
their efforts to manage fisheries in state and federal marine waters
by:

(1) Requiring the Department of Land and Natural Resources to
adopt rules that effectuate federal requirements that
apply to fisheries within shared state and federal
jurisdictions;

(2) Providing confidentiality provisions regarding the catch

reports obtained under this provision; and
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(3) Amending a section title in the Hawaii Revised Statutes to
provide more flexibility in the commercial catch reporting
requirements.

Your Committee on Conference has amended this bill by:

(1) Exempting the Papahanaumokuakea Marine National Monument
from the provisions of this Act;

(2) Deleting the amendment to the title of section 189-3,
Hawaii Revised Statutes, as unnecessary; and

(3) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2008.
