, beg leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this bill is to support the State Highway Fund
and efforts to repair and maintain the state highway system by
extending the assessment of the $3 per day rental motor vehicle
surcharge tax (Surcharge Tax) to August 31, 2009, after which, the
Surcharge Tax reverts to $2 per day. In addition, this bill
requires the Department of Transportation (DOT) to study the
financial requirements of the State Highway Fund and submit a
final report, including proposed legislation for increasing
revenue sources for the State Highway Fund to meet its needs,
prior to the convening of the Regular Session of 2009.

Catrala-Hawaii supported this bill. The Department of
Taxation and DOT supported this measure and suggested amendments.
The Tax Foundation of Hawaii submitted comments.
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As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Tourism & Culture and Economic Development &
Business Concerns that are attached to this report, your
Committees are in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
3196, H.D. 1, and recommend that it be referred to the Committee
on Finance.
