The purpose of this concurrent resolution is to improve
access to medical care statewide by reguesting the Department of
Health (DOH) to form a task force to explore the feasibility of
further implementation of Hawaili's telemedicine system for the
greater benefit of the people of the state.

The University of Hawaii's John A. Burns School of Medicine
(JABSOM), Hawaii Health Systems Corporation, Hawailil Primary Care
Associlation, American Telemedicine Association, Hawaii Pacific
Health, and several concerned individuals supported this
concurrent resolution. DOH supported the intent of this measure.
The Hawail Psychiatric Medical Association supported this
concurrent resolution with amendments. The Hawaii Medical Service
Association and a concerned individual submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this concurrent resolution by:

(1) Requesting JABSOM's Telehealth Research Institute to
form a task force to explore the feasibility of further
implementation of the Hawaii's telemedicine system;
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Expanding the task force to include the input from a
broader consortium of health care organizations;

Requesting the task force to look further into issues
brought to light by the November 15, 2007, Hawaii
Telehealth Collaborative Symposium; and

Amending its title to read: "REQUESTING THE UNIVERSITY
OF HAWAII JOHN A. BURNS SCHOOL OF MEDICINE'S TELEHEALTH
RESEARCH INSTITUTE TO FORM A TASK FORCE TO REVIEW THE
POTENTIAL EXPANSION OF THE CURRENT PRACTICES AND
EQUIPMENT OF HAWAII'S TELEMEDICINE SYSTEM"; and

Making technical, nonsubstantive changes for clarity,
consistency, and style.
