The Disability and Communication Access Board, Deaf Hard of
Hearing Advisory Board, and several individuals supported this
concurrent resolution. The Department of Human Services supported
the intent of this measure. The Legislative Reference Bureau
submitted comments.

Your Committee finds that having an interpreter stationed at
the Legislature during the session would assist deaf and hard of
hearing individuals to participate in the process, and believes
that a cost analysis should be pursued.

Committee on Legislative Management that is attached to this
report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 150, H.D. 1, and recommends its adoption.
