The purpose of this concurrent resolution is to provide and
assist residents who are eligible for healthcare coverage through
QUEST with the resources to conquer smoking, which remains a major
health issue for the people of Hawaii by requesting the Department
of Human Services to study the feasibility of implementing a
smoking cessation benefit to Hawaii QUEST beneficiaries.

The Coalition for a Tobacco-Free Hawaii supports this
concurrent resolution. The Department of Human Services supports
the intent of this concurrent resolution.

Your Committees find that the Department of Human Services
should explore the existing 1-800-Quit-Now program designed to
help smokers who want to quit, and work on a contract to have
QUEST and Medicaid patients receive these services for free.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Health and Human Services & Housing that are
attached to this report, your Committees concur with the intent
and purpose of H.C.R. No. 187 and recommend that it be referred to
the Committee on Finance.
