Section 342D-70, Hawaii
Revised Statutes, authorizes the counties to implement a gray
water recycling program in which gray water is used to irrigate
lawns and gardens.

Committee on Energy & Environmental Protection that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 310 and recommends its adoption.
