The purpose of thisg concurrent resolution is to ensure the

persons with disabilities.

WITH THE JOINT LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE ON FAMILY CARE
GIVING, KUPUNA CAUCUS, AND OTHER INTERESTED
ORGANIZATIONS AND PERSONS TO DEVELOP PROGRAMS
EMPHASIZING AT-RISK COMMUNITIES"; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive changes for clarity,
consistency, and style.
