Your Committee on Conference on the disagreeing vote of the 
Senate to the amendments proposed by the House of Representatives in 
S.B. No. 2784, S.D. 1, H.D. 1, entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE POWER OF ARREST," 

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to 
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final 
passage of this bill in an amended form. 

The purpose of this measure is to extend to United States 
marshals and deputies some of the powers to make arrests without 
warrants that are currently granted under state law to federal 
customs officers and federal immigration officers. 

Additionally, this measure amends the law that grants customs 
and immigration officers the powers of arrest by updating the names 
of the federal agencies. 

Your Committee on Conference has amended this measure by 
changing the effective date to upon approval. 
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the managers of your 
Committee on Conference that is attached to this report, your 
Committee on Conference is in accord with the intent and purpose of 
S.B. No. 2784, S.D. 1, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends 
that it pass Final Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. 
No. 2784, S.D. 1, H.D. 1, C.D. 1.
