The purpose of this concurrent resolution is to request the 
University of Hawaii and the Department of Education to develop a 
plan to offer Philippine language and related courses and teacher 
training, including recommendations to implement these courses in 
specific schools within the Department of Education (DOE) and 
University of Hawaii campuses. 

Testimony in support of this measure was received from the 
Congress of Visayan Organizations, Filipino American Citizens 
League, Filipino Coalition for Solidarity, National Federation of 
Filipino American Associations Region XII, Nursing Advocates & 

Mentors, Inc., Oahu Filipino Community Council, Philippine Nurses 
Association-Hawaii, United Filipino Council of Hawaii, and six 
concerned citizens. One individual gave oral testimony in support 
of this measure. 

The University of Hawaii System and the DOE submitted 
comments on this measure. 

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your 
Committees on Higher Education and Education that are attached to 
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this report, your Committees concur with the intent and purpose of 
S.C.R. No. 120 and recommend that it be referred to the Committee 
on Finance.
