Your Committee reviewed the personal histories, resumes, and 
statements submitted by the nominees, and finds Russell Y. J. 
Chung, Thomas I. Nakama, and Donald K. Touchi to have the 
necessary qualifications to be nominated to the Motor Vehicle 
Industry Licensing Board. 

Testimony in support of Mr. Chungrs nomination was submitted 
by the Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs. 

Mr. Chung received his Bachelor's degree in Architecture from

Mr. Chung is a member of the Hawaii Chapter of the American 
Society of Landscape Architects where he also previously served as 
a Trustee, President, and Vice President at separate times. 
Furthermore, he is a member of the Council of Landscape 
Architectural Registration Boards and has previously served on the 
American Society of Landscape Architects Government Affairs Task 
Force, the Board of Professional Engineers, Architects, Surveyors, 
and Landscape Architects, and the Diamond Head Citizens Advisory 
Committee.
