The purpose of this measure is to amend the temporary
disability insurance law to permit an eligible employee to collect
up to four weeks of temporary disability insurance benefit
payments to care for a family member with a qualifying disability.

Your Committees £ind that while it is a worthwhile endeavor
to promote measures to allow the elderly to age at home, and thus
support the many family caregivers who make this possible, it is
clear from the testimony received on this measure that more time
must be committed to exploring alternative means of providing
financial support for family caregivers in Hawaii that could
potentially include a Temporary Disability Insurance component,
but could also include income tax credits, unemployment insurance
benefite, and other potential mechanisms.

Accordingly, vour Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Replacing its contents with that of S.B., 2044, S.D. 1,
which creates a working group to address issues
concerning support of family caregivers; and

{2} Making a technical, nonsubstantive amendment for the
purposes of clarity and style.

As affirmed by the recoxrds of votes of the members of your
Committees on Human Services and Public Housing and Judiciary and
Labor that are attached to this report, your Committees are in
accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2520, H.D. 3, as
amended herein, and recommend that it pass Second Reading in the
form attached hereto as H.B. No., 2520, H.D. 3, 8.D. 1, and be
referred to the Committee on Ways and Means.
