having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final
passage of this bill in an amended Fform.

The purpose of this measure is to meke the resolution of minor
criminal offenses, including traffic violations, as simple as
possible for the average citizen and to ensure that police,
prosecutorial, and judicial resources are focused on the most
gerious criminal cffenses.

Specifically, this measure represents the effort of the
Judiciary, various state departments, and the Legislative Reference
Bureau to fulfill the mandate of Act 124, Session Laws of Hawaili
2005, to identify minor criminal offenses for which typically only a
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fine is imposed and which may be decriminalized without undermining
the ability of government to enforce laws within its jurisdiction.

Your Committee on Conference has amended this measure by
changing the effective date to upon approval. Your Committee has
retained the effective date of July 1, 2009, for section 2 of the
measure, relating teo vioclations of the State's plant and non-
domestic animal cuarantine law.
