Your Committee on Conference on the disagreeing vote of the
Senate to the amendments proposed by the House of Representatives in
8.B. No., 2826, 85.D. 2, H.D. 1, entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TC PROCUREMENT, "

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to
recommend and does recommend to the resgpective Houses the final
passage of this bill in an amended form.

The purpcse of this measure ig to ccordinate the responsibility
of developing and maintaining a training and development program for
state and county procurement officers between the Department of
Human Resources Development and the State Procurement Cffice.

This measure also makes initial training mandatory for state
procurement officers. In additicn, the State Procurement OCffice may
determine 1if subseguent training of a state procurement cofficer is
necessary. However, attendance at training is elective for county
procurement officers.
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Your Committee on Conference finds that procurement training is
an important and vital tool for ensuring that proper procurement
practices are achieved in expenditures of public¢ moneys. Your
Committee on Conference further finds that the responsibility for
conducting procurement training is more appropriately situated with
the State Procurement Office, with the assistance of the Department
of Human Resources Development.

Your Committee on Conference has amended this measure by:

(1) Requiring all state procurement officers to attend a
fundamental training and development session within sixty
days of being appointed or named as procurement officer;

(2) Reqguiring state procurement officers who are determined by
the state procurement office to need further training and
development to attend follow-up training and development
sessions:

(A} Based upon the history of procurement compliance to
this chapter by the agency to which the particular
procurement officer is attached; or

(B) Based upon any other need for training and
development;

{3) Making attendance by all other state procurement officers
at the fcollow-up sessions and by county procurement
officials at the fundamental segsions and all follow-up
segsions optional, though encouraged; and

(4} Changing the effective date to January 1, 2009, on the
recommendation of the State Procurement Office.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the managers of your
Committee on Conference that is attached to this report, vour
Committee on Conference is in accord with the intent and purpose of
S.B. No. 2826, 5.D. 2, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends
that it pass Final Reading in the form attached hereto as S8.B.
