The purpose of this measure is to request Kauai Community
College to work with the Kauail Police Department to explore the
development of an associate of science degree program in criminal
justice.

Your Committees find that Kauai Police Department has
experienced difficulty in recruiting and retaining qualified
police officers to work in its rural community. Increasing the
number of gualified candidates who already reside in Kauai would
address this problem. This measure reguests Kaual Community
College, the island's scle postsecondary educational institution,
to explore developing a degree program in criminal justice. Your
Committees determine that such effort will expand the pool of
candidates for the police force in Kauai and help to ensure the
gsafety and protection of the island's residents.
