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We support this bill.

Neighborhood electric vehicles are in the classification of low speed vehicles. The proposed
change will allow our state law to match the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS),
section 571.3(b) which defines low speed vehicles as having a gross vehicle weight rating of
3,000 pounds or less. The wording in the FMVSS was changed from 2,500 pounds to 3,000
pounds on June 5, 2006.
