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The Office of Hawaiian Affairs strongly supports SB 2344 to
establish performance indicators to ensure compliance with the
Community Safety Act of 2007. Native Hawaiians account for 39%
of the total prison population, yet, they only make up 9.4% of
the Hawaii state population.

There are less than a handful of programs that are impressive
with the reduction of recidivism, and successful community re­
integration such as the Alu Like Adult Correctional Program,
TJ Mahoney, and the Maui BEST Program. Information linked to
program outcomes is vital in replicating additional services
in programs that work, and improve existing programs that are
not working.

With Native Hawaiian offenders, data for re-entry programs
show that the offenders respond well with cultural programs
that include water and land based activities incorporated with
cultural values, beliefs and practices. Other successful
program elements include employment, and educational
opportunities.

The SB 2344 will greatly help in providing information on
reducing recidivism rates and address the overcrowding prison
issues.
