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SB 2693 RELATING TO TEACHER HOUSING.

Establishes an affordable housing program for public school teachers and a
second mortgage revolving fund. Appropriates funds for: (1) the repair and
maintenance of teacher housing; and {2) second morigage loans for public

school teachers. Provides for a report on the effectiveness of housing

: availabi[ity in increasing teacher recruitment.

The Department of Education suppaorts this bill with amendments. The
Department recommends the bill be amended by placing the second
mortgage loan program in the Hawa.ii Heusing Finance and Develop-rhept
Corporation, and by expanding the program to include other proféssi'onal
school level staff. There are other ancillary professional sérvices
providers who provide direct services to students and who also need
access to affordable housing. The Department of E_ducaﬁon does not
have staff with the training or expertise required to manage a second

mortgage loan program.
