My name is Keoni Wagner and I am the Vice President for Public Affairs for

Hawaiian Airlines presenting this testimony on behalf of Hawaiian Airlines in support of

the intent ofS.B. No. 2913.

This bill is similar to the original bill which was submitted during the 2007

legislative session to provide an exemption where an airline uplifts (purchases) fuel from

a foreign trade zone (FTZ) and operates the flight for interisland travel between points

within the State ofHav"aii. The current statute provides an exemption for fuel sold from

an FTZ to an airline which is flying in interstate commerce, that is, between states and in

particular between Hawaii and the mainland. We continue to believe that this same

exemption should apply to interisland flights on the basis that under federal law

interisland flights are defined as interstate commerce and would support legislation that

makes this exemption more explicit.
