My name is George White, a second year-law student at the University of Hawaii, and creator of
stopstyrofoamhawaii.org. [ am writing in strong support of SCR142/SR74, which urges our State
Government to set the example and voluntarily utilize styrofoam alternative products in their
procurement, contracting and day-to-day operations.

Support of S.R. 74 and S.C.R. 142

My name is Kati Corlew, and I am a graduate student of Community Psychology at the
University of Hawai'i at Manoa. I've been following several pieces of legislation this
semester, including the bills and resolutions regarding the use of Styrofoam in Hawai'i.
I've done a considerable amount of research and have spoken with a number of people .
on both sides of the debate. I do not speak for any group or organization, only for
myself. I would like to present several of the conclusions that I have drawn regarding
Hawai'i’s future sustainability practices in relation to Styrofoam use.

Regarding Immediate Effects of S.R. 74 and S.C.R. 142:

e SR. 74 and S.CR 142 allow state departments and agencies the
encouragement and ability to be leaders to Hawai'i's sustainability efforts.
Because of Hawai'i's environment, unique within the United States, we
are expected to be environmental leaders, but we are falling behind.

¢ Because Hawai'i relies so heavily on tourism, we have a vested interest in
maintaining a pristine environment and a sustainable future, which
includes a move away from polystyrene.

e Polystyrene is an unsustainable product both because of non-
biodegradable waste issues and leaching, and because it is a petroleum
product. With Peak Oil on the horizon, it is only a matter of time before
polystyrene along with other plastic products become too expensive to
use.

o If state departments and agencies move to sustainable options, market
demands will create more sustainable, more affordable, and more readily
available polystyrene alternatives to Hawai'i businesses and consumers,
which will positively impact the economic aspects of Hawai'i’s sustainable
future.

Regarding Long-Term Sustainability Concerns for Hawai'i:
¢ Recycling efforts within the community should be made IN ADDITION
TO consumer shifts to sustainable products. This is not an Either/Or
situation. BOTH practices must be utilized for Hawai'i's sustainable
future.
e The debate on polystyrene should not be a Paper Vs. Plastic issue, since
we know that both items are environmentally unfriendly, and both are
