Specifying that parents and/or legal guardians be
consulted when making decisions on where a foster child
is to be enrolled for school;

In lieu of specifying that the Family Court be consulted
when making decisions on where a foster child is to be
enrolled for school, establishing that, if necessary,
the Family Court, where it has jurisdiction, has the
authority to make the final decision on this matter;

Including children who are under the jurisdiction of the
Family Court and temporarily or permanently placed
outside of the home, within the scope of this bill;

Changing its effective date to July 1, 2020, to
encourage further discussion; and

Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for style,
clarity, and consistency.

Your Committee notes that the Committee on Judiciary must re-
examine this bill, as amended.
