Your Committee on Human Services & Housing, to which was
referred H.B. No. 2128 entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE PENAL CODE,"
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this bill is to enhance public safety and
prevent domestic violence by classifying as an assault in the
second degree and terroristic threatening in the first degree,
certain actions committed against individuals, who the courts and
police are attempting to keep safe, through family court domestic
abuse protective orders and police orders.

The Department of the Attorney General, Department of the
Prosecuting Attorney of the City and County of Honolulu, Honolulu
Police Department, Domestic Violence Action Center, Hawaii State
Coalition Against Domestic Violence, Voices, and Hawaii Family
Forum testified in support of this bill. The Office of the Public
Defender opposed this measure.

Your Committee defers to the Committee on Judiciary on
technical and other issues raised by the testifiers. Your
Committee notes that this measure serves as a deterrent since
actions that are currently classified as misdemeanors would become
Class C felonies, thus enhancing the penalties for those actions.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services & Housing that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 2128 and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be
referred to the Committee on Judiciary.
