(3) Making an appropriation into the fund, to be expended by
the HIDC to develop and exploit innovations and
inventions that have direct economic benefits for
Hawaii.

Local 5 and the High
Technology Development Corporation supported the intent of this
measure. The Department of Budget and Finance did not support
this bill. Comments were provided by the Office of Information
Practices.
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Your Committee has amended this bill by:

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2034, to
encourage further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Economic Development & Business Concerns that is
attached to this report, your Committee is in accord with the
intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2395, as amended herein, and
recommends that it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto
as H.B. No. 2395, H.D. 1, and be referred to the Committee on
Finance.
