Your Committees on Human Services & Housing and Health, to 
which was referred H.B. No. 2447 entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO PSYCHOTROPIC MEDICATION," 

beg leave to report as follows: 

The purpose of this bill is to continue to ensure access to 
psychotropic medications by Medicaid recipients by extending the 
sunset date of the statutory provision from June 30, 2008, to June 
30, 2011. 

The Department of Human Services testified in support of the 
intent of this bill, suggesting that access to psychotropic 
medications by Medicaid recipients be made permanent. 

Your Committees have amended this bill by repealing the 
sunset date of the provision, thereby providing permanent access 
to psychotropic medications by Medicaid recipients. 

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your 
Committees on Human Services & Housing and Health that are 
attached to this report, your Committees are in accord with the 
intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2447, as amended herein, and 
recommend that it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto 
as H.B. No. 2447, H.D. 1, and be referred to the Committee on 
Finance.
