fiscal year 2008-2009 for a Task Force Program Manager and a Task
Force Project Assistant/Researcher.

Company, Inc., Maui Electric Company, Ltd., Sierra Club - Hawaii
Chapter, and Hawaii Solar Energy Association supported this bill.

Your Committee would like to encourage further discussion
with respect to the funding source for the two positions--whether
by increasing the petroleum barrel tax, from the Environmental
Response Fund, or from the state general fund.
