The purpose of this bill is to allow the Judicial Selection
Commission to employ staff as it deems necessary to carry out its
functions as required by the Hawaii State Constitution.

Testimony
in opposition to this measure was received from the Hawaii
Government Employees Association.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making
nonsubstantive technical revisions and by changing its effective
date to January 1, 2050, to encourage further discussion.
