(3) Allowing the Board of Land and Natural Resources (Board)
to set, charge, and collect the fines based on the value
of the natural resource that ig damaged, the market
value of the natural resource damaged, and any other
factor deemed appropriate by the Board.

The Nature Conservancy of Hawaii and Sierra Club, Hawaii
Chapter testified in support of this bill. The Department of Land
and Natural Resources and Office of Hawaiian Affairs offered
comments.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Finance that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
3177, H.D. 1, and recommends that it passgs Third Reading.
