Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred H.B. No.
3377 entitled:

IIA BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO HIGHWAY SAFETY, 11

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this bill is to improve safety on Hawaii's
roadways by, among other things, requiring the installation of
ignition interlock devices (ignition interlock) into the motor
vehicles of persons arrested for driving under the influence of an
intoxicant while their cases are pending and while their licenses
are revoked. An ignition interlock is a device that prevents a
motor vehicle from being started by a person with more than a
minimal alcohol concentration.

The Department of Transportation, City and County of Honolulu
Department of the Prosecuting Attorney, Honolulu Police
Department, Mothers Against Drunk Driving, Alliance of Automobile
Manufacturers, and Anheuser Busch Companies testified in support
of this bill. The Department of Transportation supported this
measure with amendments. The Department of Health supported the
intent of this bill, and the Attorney General, Judiciary, State
Office of the Public Defender, and The Century Council offered
comments.

AS affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
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3377 and recommends that it be referred to the Committee on
Finance.
