(2) Providing large bonuses to staff; and
(3) Reimbursement patterns over the past ten years;

to determine if the charitable return to the community justifies
its nonprofit status.
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The Office of the Attorney General opposed this concurrent
resolution. The Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs
submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this concurrent resolution by
changing the Attorney General to Insurance Commissioner as the one
to initiate the investigation.
