The purpose of this measure is to urge the passage of
legislation to confer priority status to children born to
Department of Defense personnel and foreign women during and up to
nine months after deployment in order to facilitate and expedite
the immigration of these children and women to the United States.

Your Committee finds that the passage of this federal
legislation, by conferring citizenship status to children born to
Department of Defense personnel during or up to nine months after
deployment in a foreign country would not only facilitate the
father's expression of responsibility to the child by shortening
the process by which both the child and the mother may enter the
United States, but would also help restore the ethical standing of
the United States by enabling its overseas military
representatives to assume proper responsibility for their actions
when they leave a foreign country.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Public Safety & Military Affairs that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 87 and recommends its adoption.
