The purpose of this resolution is to ensure the safety of our

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disaster preparedness programs emphasizing at-risk
communities;

(3) Changing its title to read: "REQUESTING HAWAII'S
NATURAL DISASTER PREPAREDNESS TRAINING CENTER TO WORK
WITH THE JOINT LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE ON FAMILY CARE
GIVING, KUPUNA CAUCUS, AND OTHER INTERESTED
ORGANIZATIONS AND PERSONS TO DEVELOP PROGRAMS
EMPHASTIZING AT-RISK COMMUNITIES"; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive changes for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Public Safety & Military Affairs that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.R. No. 269, as amended herein, and recommends that it be
referred to the Committee on Higher Education in the form attached
hereto as H.R. No. 269, H.D. 1.
