She is also a
Sunday School teacher at Sacred Hearts Academy.

Ms. Horner is a licensed Speech Pathologist in the State.
She understands that the primary focus of boards and commissions
is to protect the consumer and this primary focus serves as her
primary reason to serve on the Board - to ensure that licensees
are highly qualified. Ms. Horner's demonstrated commitment,
motivation, education, and professional experiences will greatly
assist the Board of Speech Pathology and Audiology.
