Your Committee reviewed the personal histories, resumes, and
statements submitted by the nominees, and finds Robert 2. Spetich,
P.E. and Jodi M. Yamami to have the necessary gualifications to be
nominated to the Board of Certification of Public Water System
Operators.

Testimony in support of Mr. Spetich’'s nomination was
submitted by the Department of Health and five private
individuals.

Mr. Spetich received his Bachelor of Engineering Science
degree in Bioengineering and his Master of Science degree in
Chemical Engineering from Cleveland State University.
