Your Committees have adopted the recommendation of the
Department of Health and amended this measure by deleting the
provision that states that "an ARCH or CCFFH that cares for
chronically ill residents needing skilled nursing care will be
subject to DOH's medical-based guidelines as well as DHS's
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policies based on a social services point of view" because
community care fogter family home's are not subject to the
Department of Health's guidelines.
