Senate to the amendments proposed by the House of Representatives in 
S.B. No. 2895, S.D. 1, H.D. 1, entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO OFFENSES AGAINST PUBLIC ORDER," 

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to 
recommend and does recommend to the respective Houses the final 
passage of this bill in an amended form. 

The purpose of this measure is to extend to equine animals, 
some of the legal protections accorded to pet animals relating to 
animal cruelty by making an offense involving serious bodily injury 
or death to an equine animal a class C felony.
