(1) Specifying that moneys from the Environmental Health
Education Fund (Fund) shall also be used for sanitation
programs;

(2) Re-naming the Fund to the Sanitation and Environmental
Health Special Fund; and

(3) Allowing the Fund to retain up to $2,445,000 annually
rather than $300,000. Any excess funds shall be
deposited into the general fund.

DOH and an individual testified in support of this
measure with amendments.
