Status Requires the State to reject all Title V federal funding for mandated
abstinence-only-until-marriage programs. (HB329 HD1)
HB 330, HDI RELATING TO COMPREHENSIVE SEXUALITY HEALTH HLT, EDN, FIN
Status EDUCATION.

Requires any recipient of state funding specifically for sexuality health
education programs to provide comprehensive medically accurate
sexuality education. (HB330 HD1)

HB 986, HD1 RELATING TO PUBLIC SCHOOL FACILITIES. EEP EDN, FIN

Status Requires construction and renovation of public school facilities to meet
the Collaborative for High Performance Schools standards. Requires
replacement of old portable buildings with high performance
classrooms. Also requires prioritization of public school facilities
projects n accordance with certam criteria. (HB986 HD1)

HB 1648 RELATING TO EDUCATION. EDN, HLT FIN
Status Provides parents of children with disabilities with additional flexibility

m choices relating to education.
HB 1688 RELATING TO INCOME TAX CHECK-OFF EDN, FIN
Status Increases the school-level minor repairs and maintenance and the

libraries mncome tax check-off provisions from $2 to $5.
