(HSCR375) Prohibits the commercial display of dead human bodies without a
Status permut from the department of health.

(HSCR374) Adds to the prohibition against buying dead human bodies, the selling
Status of dead human bodies. Defines the term dead human body" to include
plastinated bodies and body parts. Increases the fine for buymng or
selling a dead human body to up to $5,000.

(HSCR473) Changes the name of the Environmental Health Education Fund to the
Status Sanitation and Environmental Health Fund and allows the Fund to be
used for sanitation program activities.

(HSCR523) Establishes the Genetic Counseling Licensure Program within
Status Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs.

Provides
exemptions from licensure requirements.
(HSCRI77) Amends the Act 236, Session Laws of Hawaii 2007, which established
Status the Hawaii children's health care program, to extend the program for

three more years-and require that participants receive primary health
care services at federally qualified health centers.

{(HSCR210) Appropriates funds to provide health care for uninsured Hawaii
Status residents through nonprofit commumty-based health care providers.
