Extends unemployment benefits to individuals seeking part-time work
and to workers separated from employment for a compelling family
reason.

Intended to conform Hawaii's unemployment insurance law to federal
law to ensure uniform application to all state unemployment insurance
experience rating transfers for employers.

Requires independent medical examinations and permanent
impairment rating examinations to be performed by physicians
mutually agreed upon by employers and employees or appointed by the
director of labor and industrial relations.
