Establishes loan repayment program and housing stipend program for
University of Hawaii medical school graduates practicing in counties
with a population of less than 500,000 for a minimum of 6 years.

RELATING TO HIGH TECHNOLOGY. HED, EBM, FIN
Establishes a technology and innovation extension service at the
University of Hawaii.

RELATING TO ESTABLISHING A YOUTH CENTER. HED, TCI, FIN

Provides an income tax check-off of an unspecified amount to be
allocated as follows: 50% equally to the 10 UH system campuses;
25% to UH Manoa; and 25% to the UH Hilo athletics program.

RELATING TO THE STATE OF HAWAIl COLLEGE SAVINGS HED, FIN
PROGRAM.
Supports investment in a child's future by allowing family members
and friends to contribute to State established HI529 college savings
accounts that currently only account owners can contribute to.

RELATING TO THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII. HED, FIN
Authorizes the issuance of general obligation bonds for capital
improvement projects to improve certain UH athletic facilities.
