HUS/HLT, JUD,
Status Requires the department of human services to award medicaid FIN
contracts to nonprofit insurance entities only.

HUS/HLT, EBM,
Status On 1/1/2010, treats each new skilled nursing facility or facility FIN

expanding its operations outside an enterprise zone as operating within

an enterprise zone for purposes of eligibility to receive all benefits

provided in enterprise zones. Adds definition of skilled nursing

facility. Amends definition of medical and health care services.
