RELATING TO COASTAL ZONE MANAGEMENT. WLO, JUD
Requires certain agencies to account for sea-level rise and minimize
risk from coastal hazards such as erosion, storm inundation, hurricanes,
and tsunamis. Also preserves public shoreline access and authorizes
the counties to account for annual shoreline erosion rates. Creates
exception from shoreline setback rules for existing Waikiki beach
structures and properties subject to Waikiki Beach Reclamation
Agreement, to extent agreement conflicts with setback rules. (S8468
HDl)
