Supports State Civil Defense's Shelter-in-Place initiative by exempting 
civil liability for care homes and schools, in addition to hotels, during 
an officially designated emergency. 

MAKING AN APPROPRIATION FOR A STATE QUALIFYING PBS, FIN 
SHOOTING RANGE AT KULANI CORRECTIONAL FACILITY IN 
EAST HAWAII ON THE ISLAND OF HAWAII. 
Appropriates funds to plan, design, and construct a state qualifying 
shooting range situated at Kulani correctional facility in east Hawaii on 
the island of Hawaii. 

RELATING TO INMATES. 
Requires return of all out-of-state inmates in private prisons by 
1213 1 /20 15. Requires the public safety department to plan, design, and 
construct sufficient facilities to house inmates in Hawaii by 
1213 1/2015.

RELATING TO COMMITTED PERSONS' ACCOUNTS. PBS, FIN 
Amends section 353-20, Hawaii Revised Statutes, to permit the 
Director of Public Safety to direct the department to have one or more 
accounts for committed persons. Also states that the accounts are non- 
interest bearing and that no interest can be paid to committed persons 
on the individual accounts. 

RELATING TO RESTRICTED ACCESS TO CORRECTIONAL PBS, JUD 
FACILITIES. 
Permits the search of persons and vehicles entering state correctional 
facility grounds.
